We 
are committed to eliminating the 
euthanasia of healthy, adoptable 
pets by ending overpopulation and 
homelessness. To achieve this, we 
provide quality shelter, spaying and 
neutering, foster care, adoption, 
and re-homing services for com-
panion animals in our community. 
We also provide humane educa-
tion, animal control services, and 
cruelty and neglect investigation 
services. We advocate for local leg-
islation and policies to ensure that 
companion animals have homes 
with responsible, committed and 
loving caregivers.
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One of the most rewarding things the 
staff and volunteers at Blue Mountain 
Humane Society receives is letters 
and photos from people who have 
adopted pets. Whether news of a 
puppy or kitten that was born in the 
shelter and lived here until it was old 
enough to be adopted or a stray that 
only stayed a few days before fi nding 
a new home, we look forward to and 
celebrate the tales of the adventures 
each pet has after leaving our care. 

He came to 
the shelter as a stray in late July 2010. 
He is a strikingly handsome cat with 
beautiful green eyes. In the summer 
there are so many kittens to choose 
from that often the adult cats are 
overlooked. But Harold was patient, 
and toward the end of November, his 
new family found him lounging in the 
community cat room and took him 
home.

The Blue Mountain Humane So-
ciety (BMHS) is proud to report 
substantial progress in 2010 toward 
our mission of preventing cruelty 
and promoting kindness to animals 
in our community.

A total of 1,975 animals were 
admitted to the shelter in 2010: 
1,050 dogs, 897 cats and 28 other 
pets.

A record number of pets (816) 
were placed in new homes. Dogs 
led the pack in adoptions (440), 
cats followed (359) and 17 other 
pets (guinea pigs, rabbits, etc.) 
were also placed.

HOME, SWEET HOME
We reunited 347 dogs with their 
owners during 2010. Thanks to 
participation in required dog 
licensing, many others were re-
turned directly to their owners by 
local authorities without ever hav-
ing to come to the shelter. About 
3 percent (27) of the 897 cats that 
entered the shelter were reclaimed 
last year.

WORKING TOGETHER
Our commitment not to euthanize 
healthy, adoptable animals for space 
led to a new record for transfers 

to other ani-
mal welfare 
organizations. 
One chicken, 
165 dogs and 
42 cats were transferred 
to shelters or rescues 
where each one 
found an appropri-
ate home.

Our partner-
ship with the 
Washington 
State Peniten-
tiary to teach 
basic obedience 
to shelter dogs 
before adoption has 
expanded to include 
three units. 

The efforts of the volun-
teers involved with the Cat 
Management Coalition (CMC) have 
continued to reduce the number of 
cats unfi t for adoption cared for at 
the shelter. To date, the CMC has 
provided trap/neuter/return ser-
vices for more than 1,500 feral and 
free-roaming cats.

We are grateful to all who took 
part in making 2010 a rewarding 
and successful year for BMHS and 
the animals we serve.
